HAMILTON — Princeton Uni-
versity's flag burners had their
media event last week.

last might, Alexandra Di Campi,
the Princeton University flag pro-
teetor, tnok her turn in the

Di Campi, 17, was the Princeton
suphomore who snatched a flag
from two protesters last Wednes
day as they were about to set it
ablaze with a butane lighter.

Atrer grabbing the flag, Di Cam-
pi broke into a sprint and darted
into Dodds Hall, a dormitory,
where she dropped the flag into a
mail slot of a friend. She later re-
claimed it and hung it on her wall
where it remains today.

That daring rescue effort was
honoted last night by the Trenton
detachment of the Marine Corps
L.eague, a group filled with veter-
ans who are known to have had a
few dares in their time. Several
members fought at Iwo Jima, and
others recalled the wounds they
surfered in battles.

BUT THERE WERE no genera-
tion-gap tensions last night. They
saluted D4 Campi as a hero, a patri-
of, une of their own.

“i thank vyou,” said detachment
Jommandant Al Hujdick, in front
oi reporters and TV cameras at
heir modest Schiller Avenue Hail.
‘You did a heartielt thing.”

Hujdich then turned to her and
Zave her a hand salute. The place

Di Campi, from Chester Heights,

¢lf a zealous defender of the flag.

They staged the event to
protest a federal iaw passed Oct. &
that outlaws desecration of tie
American {lag.

“They made a big production
out of it,” she said. "It really made
me mad.”

THE FLAG BURNING did not
accomplish anything, she said, If
the protesters really wanted to ef-
{ect change, then they should op-
ganize students to petition their
political leaders. In effect, they
could have done something coan-
structive and positive, she szid.

"By doing that (the flag burn-
ing), they are rejecting everything

HOW TO_JOIN

the membership card and dues payment proced-
ures in this organization. For their benefit
2 will recount what transpires.

The Fiscal Year of the Kennel runs from 1 July
to 30 June, because it must agree with the
Mar: .2 Corps League Fiscal Year, since we are
pari of the report to Congress, each year, by
Naticonal Headquarters, Marine Corps League.

The mambership year runs from from 1 September
+o 31 August,each year. Why is this? Because
each member must have a paid up membership
card should they attend the Supreme Growl in
August. When your card expires on Septamber 1,
you are not at once in a delinquent state. You
have until 31 December to pay your dues. If
not paid on that date, then you are delinguent.

For those of you that belong to the American
Legion, they have a similar procedure. Why is
this? Formerly all Marine Corps League member-
ships expired on 31 August. You had to have a
current card from the League to obtain your

L wvil Deog Card, thus the 120 day grace pericd
in the Kennel. Technically, you should still
have a paid up League card to obtain your
Davil Dog card, but because of the revolving
expiration dates in the leagus,
practical or possible.
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In theory you should not be fined, September
through December, for not being in good stand-
ing, at a Growl. Carmds are not issued in July
anc August because we do not have them. Cards
are not printed on demand by the camputor,
they are run onc: a year, enmasse,
211 changes from the Pack Growls in June, and
the Supreme Growl in August, must be entered
int ., the program before the cards can be run.
